Abstract
Human-centred economics is an increasingly well- known term in the litera-
ture on alternative economics. In the context of Christian economics, it is the 
economic paradigm based on Catholic Social Teaching. The values and the 
structure of human-centred economics are treated by various publications, 
therefore, the aim of this article is to demonstrate that business administration 
according to the values of human-centred economics is a viable option not 
only in theory, but also in practice.
